Evaluative Methods

Exams/Quizzes/Discussions—Quizzes, reflective statements, exams, and reports count towards your total points.  Exams or quizzes may include short answer, reflective paragraphs, multiple choice and true and false questions. Quizzes are not always announced and points vary.

All exams and quizzes must be taken at the assigned time and place. NO MAKEUPS. Students who attend generally can do well in the class despite missing an occasional opportunity.

Grading: The student’s ability to understand and apply the concepts in this course in a scholarly, thoughtful manner is the ultimate basis for the final evaluation. Generally, above 90% of total points would be in the "A" range, above 80% would be in the "B" range, above 70% would be in the "C" range, and students earning less than 70% of the points would be in danger of receiving a "D," or less. Being in class every day is not the sole criteria for an “A”. Neither is poor attendance with good test grades. Again, The student’s ability to demonstrate understanding of the concepts in this course is the ultimate basis for final evaluation. Accordingly, the overall evaluation will include a subjective adjustment based on the student’s verbal and written indication of mastery as well as his/her participation in class. I’ll determine your final grade in the course using the points you have earned on your assignments as a guideline.  Be engaged in the class and expect good results. I am available to every student should you need guidance or assistance.
